The competition will run for 4 months – November 2024 to February 2025. 

Each competitor to shoot 2 targets of 5 shots each per month. 

On receipt of your entries, named targets will be sent to you. They should be returned to Michelle Macaulay (address below) by the end of the following month, ie November targets returned by the end of December. 

Please check the targets and write the scores on the back.
 
Any targets not returned by the end of March 25 will not be counted.

Static or turning targets may be used. Targets can be shot at branch practices or at home or other venues. 

In the event of tied scores, positions will be determined by the number of bulls scored across all targets.
